A cheeky grin and a good
singing voice are a must.

- Ginger middle-aged lady to play the mother's best friend. Freckled,
preferably.

- Muscular girl of Caribbean origin to play daughter’'s best friend. As this is
the role of an athlete, she should be strong, sporty and not outstandingly
pretty.
